TS: THINGS  WE  LEARN  FROM  THIS  PHRASE:

I.  ONLY  GOD  IS  HOLY
A. God is a Trinity and all three are holy - Holy Spirit, Holy Father, Holy Son  Lk. 4:34; Rev. 4:8
B. Religion does not make a person holy - Rom. 3:10,23.

C. The meaning of holiness:  pure, blameless, without sin.

II.  GOD  GIVES  A  SPIRIT  OF  HOLINESS  AT  SALVATION
A. The Holy Spirit lives within our spirit.

B. He leads us to be holy and to live holy.

   1. ILL: Kids are like their parents - raised them, had most influence on them.

   2. When born again, now act like new Father - holy.

C. Holiness is not a denomination, but a command - I Pt. 1:16.

D. Salvation produces a drive and desire for holiness.

   1. A Holy Father produces holy children - Jesus, us!

III.  SALVATION  PRODUCES  A  DIFFERENCE  -  Lv. 10:10
A. There is a difference between holy and unholy - white and black...

B. If you mix unholiness with holiness - you get unholiness.  ILL: Mixing good with bad = bad.

C. Christians cannot mix with the world and be what God wants them to be - holy.

D. The Christian life is as different from the worldly life as heaven is from hell!

E. No Christian can live unholy and be satisfied - empty inside - Ps. 106:15.

F. World is looking for something different - "Music... is no different than ours!"

IV.  HOW  DO  WE  LIVE  HOLY  IN  AN  UNHOLY  WORLD?
1. Live by the Holy Bible - instruction manual on how to live.

2. Yield to the Holy Spirit - for direction and guidance.

3. Ask God to help you live holy.

4. Stay away from that which is unholy or causes unholiness - Ps. 1:1-3.
