Introduction: Acts 2:1-41 covers a period of one day.  This day is known as the Day of Pentecost.  Pente - means 50, cost means days.  In the Old Testament, the people of God celebrated different feast days.  
DIFFERENT  FEAST  DAYS

1.  The Passover Feast - This was a reminder of how God delivered them from Egypt.
   a) This was an Old Testament picture of Jesus - fulfilled at Calvary.  

   b) Jesus was crucified Wednesday evening and buried.

2.  Feast of Unleavened Bread - pictured His burial.  
   a) He was in the grave for 3 days and 3 nights and rose again early Sunday morning - the first
       day of the week.
3.  Feast of Firstfruits - pictured the resurrection.
4.  Feast of Pentecost - was 50 days after the resurrection.

   a) This pictured the ascension of Jesus backup into heaven.
WHAT  HAPPENED  ON  THE  DAY  OF  PENTECOST
Outline of Acts 2
:1-13 - Holy Spirit

:14-35 - Peter's Sermon

:36-40 - The Invitation from the Sermon.

:41-47 - The Results Of the Spirit Filled Sermon.
Acts 2:1-4, “And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2.  And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. 3.  And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 4.  And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.”

Question - What happened this day?  Some say it was the day that the Holy Spirit came and founded the New Testament church.  But did He?
John 14:16, 17, “And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 17.  Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.”
John 20:19-22, “Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. 20.  And when he had so said, he shewed unto them his hands and his side. Then were the disciples glad, when they saw the Lord. 21.  Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you. 22.  And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost.”
In John 14 - the Holy Spirit is with them = He is already here.  John 20 - The Holy Spirit now indwells them.  So what happened on the day of Pentecost?

DEFINITION  OF  SOME  TERMS
1.  Baptism of the Holy Spirit - this happens at salvation - Acts 1:5.
   a) He comes to live inside you, indwells = John 20.

   b) He places you into the body of Christ - making it impossible for you to lose your

       salvation.  I Corinthians 12:13 - The church is still under construction.

Romans 8:9, “But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
   c) At salvation - you get all of the Holy Spirit.  He is a person and does not come in pieces.

   d) What you get at salvation is all you get - simply because there is no more to get.
Acts 2:4, “And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost…”
- God did not say that the Holy Spirit came that day or the church started that day.

- Nor did He say that the Holy Spirit indwelled believers that day.

- Nor did He say that the Holy Spirit baptized believers that day.

*No - He filled believers with the power of the Holy Spirit that day.

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN?

When you got saved, the Holy Spirit baptized you into the body of Christ, and you got all of the Holy Spirit.  When you get filled, the Holy Spirit gets all of you!

THEN - your hands now become His hands - same with eyes, tongue, feet, ears, etc.
Acts 1:5, “For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.”
When does this baptism take place?  This is speaking of being filled with the Holy Spirit.  Baptism takes place at salvation, as does the indwelling.  John 20:22 is the same time as Acts 1:1-5.  Acts 1:6 - is a complete other setting.

SIGNS  OF  THE  FIRST  FILLING
1.  Sound - audible.

2.  Fire - visible.

3.  Tongues - LANGUAGE - from the word “GLOSSA” from which we get the word
     glossary.  It is the same throughout the New Testament.  
Acts 2:4, “And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.” 
“UTTERANCE” - To enunciate plainly, declare, speak forth, to utter a clear sound, proclaim.

Acts 2:5, “And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven.” 
The stage is set: In Jerusalem, Jews from every nation, they have gathered for the Feast of Pentecost.

Acts 2:6, “Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language.”
“THIS” - 1.  Sound - :2.

                2.  Tongues

Illustration - Siren - What if you heard a siren in a foreign land?  You would go and investigate.  When you got there - you heard people speaking in your language.  That is exactly what happened to these Jews in Jerusalem.  They heard a sound - like rushing wind, and went to investigate.  Then they heard the gospel in their own language.

Acts 2:7, “And they were all amazed and marvelled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans?”
“SPEAK” - :6, 7, 11 - The miracle was speaking in different languages.

Compare to the Tower of Babel……………………………… Pentecost
1.  Confused Languages……………………………………….Understood Languages

2.  God's Judgment……………….……………………………God's Blessings

3.  People Were Scattered………….…………………………..People Were United

4.  Praised Man…………………….…………………………..Praised God

5.  An Act of Rebellion…………….………………………….An Act of Surrender

Pentecost's languages where to let us know that the gospel is for all languages and races of people.  The nearer we get to Pentecost, the more missionary minded we become.

Acts 2:8-11, “And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born? 9.  Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the dwellers in Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia, 10.  Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes, 11.  Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God.”
A listing of the languages spoken and heard at Pentecost - jibber-jabber but actual languages spoken!

Acts 2:12, 13, “And they were all amazed, and were in doubt, saying one to another, What meaneth this?  (Asks a question) 13.  Others mocking said, These men are full of new wine.”
Three responses - a) Amazed.  b) Doubt, ask questions.  c) Mock, criticize.

(Acts 2:14-35) Peter's sermon was not spoken in tongues.  All the people present could speak “Koine” Greek (common Greek).  When Rome conquered the known world, the Greek language was imposed upon everyone = why everybody could speak Greek on the Day of Pentecost.
Acts 2:14, (Peter begins to answer the question given in :13) “But Peter, standing up with the eleven, lifted up his voice, and said unto them, Ye men of Judaea, and all ye that dwell at Jerusalem, be this known unto you, and hearken to my words:”  
Peter stood up, lifted up his voice - loud, spoke to them = that is preaching!

Acts 2:15, “For these are not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing it is but the third hour of the day.”
Peter answers the gossips and critics.  LESSON - Be careful who and what you criticize.  The best thing is to live by “Thumper's mom's” rule - “If you cannot say anything nice, then do not say anything at all.”

Acts 2:16, “But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel.”
Peter opens the Bible and begins to obey the great commission in Acts 1:8, “…YE SHALL BE WITNESSES…”  He opens the Bible" the Old Testament - Acts 2:17-21.

He quoted from - Joel 2:21-32.

Acts 2:21, “And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”
Salvation is the same in the Old Testament as it is in the New Testament.

Acts 2:22, “Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know.”
KEY  PHRASES
:5 - Jerusalem, Jews.

:14 - But Peter = preacher, preaching to the_____ Jews.

:22 - ye men of_____ Israel.

:36 - Therefore let all the house of_____ Israel.
Acts 2:37, “Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do?”
Who is the “THEY” here?  Jews from every nation.  Who is the “WE” - Jews.

Acts 2:38, “Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.”
Who is preaching?  Peter.  To whom is he preaching?  Jews gathered at Pentecost.

OUTLINE  OF  HIS  SERMON  PREACHED
I. What Happened - the Spirit filled believers - :14-21.

II. How It Happened - Jesus came, approved of God, crucified, raised, ascended, now at

     the right hand of the Father, commended the Holy Spirit to fill praying believers.  
III. Why It Happened -

Acts 2:41, “Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls.”
To save sinners!  The Holy Spirit spoke as Peter preached.  When we witness, the Holy Spirit speaks to their heart as we proclaim the message to their ears.  The theme of Peter's sermon was the Resurrection, not tongues.

Acts 2:36, “Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ.”
Jesus is Lord over all.

Christ is the Messiah of the Old Testament.

Acts 2:37, THIS……. What?.......... That God made Jesus of Nazareth, thee One Whom they crucified - both Lord and Christ!

THEY  WERE  PRICKED  IN  THEIR  HEARTS!

1.  They heard = our job to tell them.

2.  They were pricked in their heart = Holy Spirit's job = convict sinners.  That is why He

      was sent.

THE  QUESTION  -  WHAT  SHALL  WE  DO?
WE = Jews in Jerusalem, the ones who crucified Christ.
Acts 2:38 - 1.  REPENT - change your mind, received Jesus as your Saviour / Messiah.

                - 2.  BE BAPTIZED - Old Testament baptism - religions of all kinds baptized

                        when a person would change from one religion to another.  Baptism was

                        not unique to Christianity only.
DO?

1.  Repent - change, receive Jesus.

2.  Baptism - let your salvation be known publicly.  You publicly rejected Jesus and

     crucified Him, NOW except Him and show your acceptance publicly by being

     baptized.

FOR  THE  REMISSION  OF  SINS

“FOR” is the Greek word EIS which means - in response to, or on account of.  “IN RESPONSE TO RECEIVING REMISSION OF SINS.

ILLUSTRATION - if I told you that I received a ticket FOR speeding, would you think that I now have a ticket that allows me to speed on the highways?  Or that I received a ticket BECAUSE I was breaking the law?

Why  in  the  Name  of  Jesus  Christ?

Why not as in - Matthew 28: 19, 20? In the name of the Father, Son, and the Holy Ghost?

These Jews - accepted the Father and the Holy Spirit.  However they rejected and crucified Jesus.  Being baptized publicly in the name of Jesus IDENTIFIED them with Him.  It showed publicly that they now accepted the One they had crucified.

THE  GIFT  OF  THE  HOLY  GHOST
1.  Being baptized into the family of God at salvation.
2.  Being filled for soul winning and service.
Acts 2:41, “Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls.”
Save yourselves - God sent Jesus, Jesus died for our sins and rose again the third day.  He ascended and sent the Holy Spirit to convict, indwell, and empower you.  MAN told you how to be saved, God died and rose again that you might be saved, and the Spirit convicted your heart to be saved.  NOW is up to you to receive Jesus as your Saviour.

IV.  THE  RESULTS  OF  THE  DAY - Peter's sermon continued.

3000 souls were saved, baptized, and joined the church - the only two requirements for church membership.

Acts 2:42, 47, “And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.47.  Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.”
The early church went soul winning every day!
Acts 2:43, “And fear came upon every soul: and many wonders and signs were done by the apostles.”
SIGNS - to confirm the word preached.  No New Testament as of yet was given.  Today we have the New Testament = no need of signs.

Acts 2:44, 45, “And all that believed were together, and had all things common;

 45.  And sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to all men, as every man had need.”
Someone happens to believe that Pentecost can be reproduced, and that we can speak in tongues as they did on the Day of Pentecost.  However, these groups leave out some of the details of the day:

1.  Sound of rushing, mighty wind.

2.  Cloven tongues of fire.

3.  There was no music being played.

4.  3000 people were saved, baptized, and joined the church.

5.  They had ALL things common.

6.  They sold their procession and gave to those in need.

Question - If we could reproduce Pentecostal tongues, why do missionaries have to go to language school?  Why not speak in Pentecostal tongues?  Because as Jesus' dying on the cross was a one time happening, so was the Day of Pentecost.
WHAT  DOES  THAT  MEAN  FOR  ME  TODAY?

1.  We should believe the word, just because God said so, not because we have some

     sign.
2.  Anyone wanting signs admits that do not believe the simple statements of the Bible.

3.  To be truly filled with that Spirit will make you want to go tell someone about Jesus -
      Acts 1:8.

4.  We need to be filled with the Spirit for soul winning and service today.  When we are filled, we speak to a person's ears, and the Holy Spirit space to their heart.

IN  CLOSING
We can argue about what happened that day and let the world go to hell.  Yes what happened on that day is very important, and what happens today is also very important.  What good would it do to reproduce tongues if we do not help someone stay out of Hell?
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
