The  Invitation

AIM:   To teach my class how to ask a person to pray and receive Jesus as Saviour!

POINT  OF  CONTACT:  Many people are told about Jesus, but don't know they must receive Him and what He did for them on the cross - John 1:11,12.

I.  REVIEW  THE  PLAN  OF  SALVATION
A.  "Mr.    Jones   , God says that we are sinners.  Now does that include just me and
      (partner your soul winning with)    James   , or you too?"  (ME TOO)  

B.  "He also says that sinners deserve to die and go to hell.  Do you believe what God

      says about hell?"  (YES)

C.  "But, Jesus loves us and does not want us to go to hell.  So, He came down from

      heaven, lived a perfect life, and died on the cross.  Mr.    Jones   , do you believe

      Jesus died for you personally, as well as the whole world?"  (YES)

D.  "Then Jesus says - Rom. 10:13.  Do you believe Jesus would save you if you asked

      Him to?"   (YES)  

E.  "Would you be willing to ask Him right now?"  (YES)

II.  PRAY  AND  RECEIVE  JESUS
A. Lead them in what to pray - "When someone was showing me this, I really didn't know

      what to pray.  I had prayed before, God, help my car make it one more time... but

      how do you pray to God about the gift of eternal life?  So, what he did, was to say a

      prayer, and I repeated it after him, but I meant it in my heart to Jesus!  And now 

     Mr.    Jones   , that's what I would like to do with you.  I will say a prayer and you can

     repeat it after me out loud.  Would you be willing to do that?    (YES)  OK, lets pray."
B.  "Just say, Dear Jesus; (DEAR  JESUS - be sure to give them time to repeat after you)

     I know that I am a sinner;  (REPEAT)  I know that my sins would send me to hell;  

     (R)  But I trust you Jesus;  (R)  To forgive my sins;  (R)  And take me to heaven;  (R)

     When I die;  (R)  Thank you Jesus;  (R)  For saving me;  (R)  Amen."  (R)

C.  "Now Mr.    Jones   , if you just meant that prayer in your heart, would you put your hand on my Bible?  (OK)  Great!  Now let's see if your really saved."
III.  GIVE  VERSES  OF  ASSURANCE
A.  "God says - Rom. 10:13;  "FOR  WHOSOEVER..." - that's anyone, and your a someone, so we could put your name there!"  "FOR  IF  MR.    JONES   , SHALL  CALL  UPON  THE  NAME  OF  THE  LORD..."  -  and who did you just call on?"  (JESUS)  "...SHALL  BE  SAVED."  

    1.  "Not think so;  hope so;  or some day will be!  No!  "...SHALL  BE!"  That's pretty

          strong language!  Can God tell a lie?"  (NO)  

    2.  "So did God just save you like He said He would?"   (YES)

    3.  "So, Mr.    Jones   , if you died right now, where would you go?"  (TO HEAVEN)  

    4.  "Because your good, or because of what Jesus just did?"  (WHAT  JESUS  DID)

B.  "Mr.    Jones   , let me ask you this:  What if you sinned, then you died, where would

       you go?"  
    1.  (If he says hell, turn to the book of John and say:)  "Let me show you a verse."  
    2.  (If he says heaven, say:)  "Right!  Let me show you a verse."
    3.  John 10:28 - "God says, I GIVE...  Why?  Because it's a free gift!  There are no

         strings attached!"
    4.  "...UNTO THEM ETERNAL LIFE..."  How long is eternal?    (FOREVER)  Right!"
    5.  "...AND THEY SHALL NEVER PERISH, NEITHER SHALL ANY MAN PLUCK

         THEM OUT OF MY HAND."  "When you asked Jesus to save you, you were placed

         in His hand!"  (hold your Bible in your hand to illustrate)  "And God says that no

         one can pull you out of His hand!  Is the devil stronger than God?  (NO)  Are you?

         (NO)  So Mr.    Jones   , if you sinned, then you died, where would you go?

         (HEAVEN)  Right!"
C.  "But the question still remains, what does Jesus do when we sin?"

    1.  "When you were little and did something wrong, what did your mother or father do

         with you?  (PUNISH ME)  They did not pick you up by the collar and the seat of

         your pants and throw you out the door and say, You are no longer my son!  did

         they?"  (NO) "Regardless of what you did, you were still their son!"

    2.  "And when you ask Jesus to be your Saviour, He becomes your heavenly Father!

         Just as our earthly fathers disciplined us, Jesus will also discipline us!  But He will

         never take away our salvation because that was a free gift!  If it depended on how

        we lived, salvation wouldn't be a gift." 
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
