=SOUL  WINNING=

The  Christian  Life

AIM: To teach my class how to tell a lost person how to go to heaven;  to encourage them to do so this week.

POINT  OF  CONTACT: Use Mt. 28:18-20 and explain what has been called, "The Great Commission."  Show it in each of the Gospels:  Mk. 16:15;   Lk. 24:46-48;   Jn. 20:21;   and in

 Acts 1:6-11;  that it was Jesus' last command.

I.  STATEMENTS  ABOUT  SOUL  WINNING:
A. Soul winning is a command for all believers, not a gift.

B. Soul winning is a definite effort, to win a definite person, to a definite Saviour, at a definite

     time.

C. Soul winning is taking the GOod news of the GOspel to the lost.  

D. People must hear the gospel - Romans 10:17, Ez. 3:17-19.

E. Our gifts and talents are to be used to win souls, not to accumulate possessions here on the

     earth.

II.  WAYS  TO  SOUL  WIN
 A. USE TRACKS (pass out to class). 

      1. ILL: Monte Watts.  ILL: Eddie - at college.

      2. Carry (in car...) and leave every where:  phone booths restaurant tables, cars with the

          windows down, rubber bands.

      3. Order a supply and send in every envelope, bills...

  B. USE THE TELEPHONE (hand out survey).

  C. SEND MISSIONARIES - support only soul winning.

  D. WITNESS TO LOST IN CHURCH - at alter, SS class...

  E. GO DOOR TO DOOR - Acts 20:20;  and person to person.

III.  WHAT  TO  SAY  TO  A  LOST  PERSON
  A.  APPROACH QUESTIONS:

      1. Do you know you would go to heaven when you die, or would you have some doubt about

          that?

      2. If you died today, are you 100% sure that heaven would be your home, or would you have

          some doubt...

      3. Do you know for sure, heaven would be your home some day or would you have some

          doubt about that?

  B. THREE POSSIBLE ANSWERS THEY WILL GIVE:

      1. YES - I know I will go to heaven when I die.

      2. NO - I know I would not go to heaven when I die.

      3. DOUBT - I'm not sure... I hope so... I think so... Maybe.

  C. YES - GET A "VERBAL COMMITMENT" - how do they know;  what are they basing their

       belief on...  Ask them:

      1. In your opinion, what would it take to get a person into heaven?  (if silence, make

          suggestions - live a good life?  Obey the 10 Commandments...)

      2. If Jesus were standing at the gate of heaven and asked, "Why should I let you in,"  what

          would you say?

D. GET THEM TO AGREE TO LET YOU SHOW THEM FROM THE BIBLE:

      1. Could I show you from the Bible how you could know for sure?  


a) Yes - get a verbal commitment as you get Bible.


b) No - If you would of let me shown you, I would of shown you that... Sinner, Hell,

                 Jesus, Heaven.


c) If still no - try to give / leave a track.


IV.  THE  ROMANS  ROAD  PLAN  OF  SALVATION
A. SINNERS - Romans 3:10, 3:23.

B. HELL - Romans 6:23-A, Revelation 20:14,15, 21:8.

C. JESUS SAVES - Romans 5:8, 6:23.

D. RECEIVE - Romans 10:13, John 1:12.

E. QUICK PLAN - read Romans 6:23 and explain the Gospel:  Sinners, hell, Jesus came

     and died, arose, receive His gift. 

V.  INVITE  THEM  TO  RECEIVE  JESUS
  A. REVIEW - Do you believe we are all sinners?  Hell? Jesus?

  B. OPPORTUNITY - Would you like to ask Jesus to save you right now so you could know for

       sure you will go to heaven when you die?


1. YES - Would you pray this prayer to Jesus, Just pray,  "Dear Jesus"  (wait for them to

                repeat)  I know that I am a sinner... hell... Jesus... receive Him..."


2. NO - Do you realize that if you don't, your taking a chance on eternal hell...

  C. ASSURANCE - John 10:28.
