The  Wordless  Book

AIM:   To teach my class what the Wordless Book is and how to use it to win the lost.

POINT  OF  CONTACT:  The Wordless Book was designed to use when witnessing to children.  However, it is definitely not just for children!  It can be used to witness to those who have a hard time understanding, or for those who cannot read.  The Wordless Book is just that - wordless!  There are 5 colored pages (some have six) but each color tells a part of the gospel story.  It would be a good idea to carry one as you soul win, and keep one handy for those Divine appointments!  The following is an example of how to tell about Jesus and the gospel story, using the Wordless Book!


I.  THE  GOLD  PAGE
     When using the Wordless Book, begin with the gold page.  Ask them, "Can you tell me what color this is?"  (gold)  "Right!  And can you tell me some things that are gold?"  (rings, necklace...)  "Do you know where they have streets made of gold?"  (no)  "Heaven!  Would you like to go there some day?"  (yes)


II.  THE  BLACK  PAGE
     "God tells us that we have sin in our hearts.  Have you ever got a spanking before?" (no) "Did you ever get into trouble?"  (yes)  "Why?  Because you were good, or because you were bad?"  (bad)  "And God tells us that when we do bad, that puts sin in our hearts!  He will not let anyone into heaven with sin in their heart!  So we must find a way to get that sin out of our hearts!"

III.  THE  RED  PAGE
     "What color is this page?"  (red)  "When you cut your finger, what color is the blood?"  (red)  "When Jesus died on the cross, they drove big nails into His hands and feet, and do you know what came out?"  (blood)  "And what color was it?"  (red)  "When your momma washes the clothes, she turns on the washer, it begins to fill up with water, then she puts the clothes in, and what else?"  (soap)  "What does the soap do to the dirt in the clothes?"  (cleans)  "What would happen if you didn't put any soap in the washer?"  (the clothes wouldn't come clean)


IV.  THE  WHITE  PAGE
     "What happens when we put Jesus'  blood on the sin in our heart?  (turn to each color as you go through this illustration)  It washes it all away!  Then we get to go to heaven some day!  But how do we get Jesus to take His blood, (red page) and put it on our sins, (black page) and wash them all away, (white page) so we can go to heaven?"  (gold page)

V.  LEAD  THEM  IN  PRAYER
     With children, repeat often to make it easy for them to pray!    "I will say a prayer and

 you say it to Jesus!  Just say, Dear Jesus, (repeat) I ask You,  (R) to take Your blood  (R)  and put it on the sins  (R)  in my heart  (R)  and wash them all away   (R)  and take me to heaven  (R)  someday when I die  (R)  Amen."  (R)

VI.  GIVE  THEM  SOME  ASSURANCE  THAT  THEY  ARE  NOW  SAVED
     "Did you just ask Jesus to wash the sin out of your heart with His blood?  (yes)  Do you think He did it?  (yes)  If Jesus said He would wash away your sins with His blood, do you think He would tell a lie?"  (no)


VII.  THE  GREEN  PAGE
     "What color is this page?  (green)  Can you name something green?  (grass...)  And grass grows!  What if it did not grow?  It would die, dry up, and blow away!  God wants us to grow!  So He says we should go to church because that helps us grow in our hearts!  God wants us to be strong Christians for Him!  Would you like to go to church with us this Sunday?"  (yes)
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
