Staying  Motivated

AIM:   To teach my class what they will need to keep themselves motivated to win souls.

POINT  OF  CONTACT:  Soul winning must be kept alive in your life!  Your "fire" must have fuel!  God says, "Where no wood is, there the fire goeth out…"  Pr. 26:20.  Most Christians "burn out" after about 5 years!  They feel they have done their part in the church, and have fulfilled their duty to God, and no longer feel obligated to serve Him!  But, what happened was, their fire went out!  There are two ways to keep a fire going:  (1) YOU put wood on the fire;  (2) SOMEONE ELSE put wood on the fire!

I.  ENCOURAGING  YOURSELF
A.  God tells us that David encouraged himself - I Sam. 30:6.  You know yourself better

      than anyone! When your getting cold toward God and His work... and when you need

      a "jump start."  And as a Christian adult, you should not have to depend on someone

      else to keep you motivated to serve God - II Tim. 1:6.

   1.  Realize you must be motivated and you must stay motivated!  How?

a)  Count your blessings - II Kings 7:1-9.


b)  Share with others what God is doing through you - testifying and praising God


c)  Record blessings;  write them down;  make a list and review it daily!

                 Remember, the devil tries to make us believe God hasn't done any thing for us!


d)  Build yourself an "Apothecary."  Ecc. 10:1 - a medicine cabinet of things that

                 motivate you:  scripture verses, preaching tapes, songs, pictures, words,

                 people, places, things...  And use them when your "feeling down," and don't

                 want to or don't feel like serving God!

   2.  Realize God needs you personally - Ps. 139:14;  Isa. 6:8;  Ez. 22:30.  


a)  There are people you can reach that no one else can - others can't relate to...


b)  God made you with your looks, personality, background... so you could relate

                  to and reach those whom He sends across your path - construction workers...


c)  God has a special place for you to serve - Jonah 1:1,2.  


d)  You are here now, for a reason!  God has this time in history set aside for you

                  to serve Him!  D.L. Moody... is gone!  He can't serve any more!  If God is

                  going to be served, it's going to be done by us!  Acts 13:36.

   3.  Realize there is a hell and real people go there!

a)  If they don't get saved, they go to hell - Rev. 20:14,15.


b)  Hell has real fire that lasts forever - Mt. 25:41,46;  Lk. 16:23-26;  Rev. 14:11.

                  ILL:  If a bird took a grain of sand to the moon, until it took all the sand on

                  the earth there, that would be "breakfast time" in hell!


c)  Jesus wept for the people as they wandered as sheep with no shepherd.  He

                 knew it was only a matter of time before they wandered off the cliffs of life

                 into an eternal hell!

   4.  Realize there is a judgment coming - Lk. 16:1,2;  Rom. 14:10-12.


a)  We are responsible and will be accountable to win our generation.


b)  We will be held accountable for what God has given us - Lk. 12:48;  16:1,2.


c)  The lost will be judged and cast into the lake of fire - Rev. 20:14,15.


d)  Will their blood be on your hands?  Ez. 3:17-19;  Acts 20:26,31.



1)  "You never told me how to be saved!"

   5.  Realize the price Jesus paid at Calvary to save souls!

a)  Isaiah 50:6 - He gave His back and face, as they ripped off His beard.


b)  Isaiah 52:14 - He didn't have the form of a man after the beatings.


c)  Isaiah 53:2;  Psalm 22:14 - all His bones were pulled out of socket.


d)  Isaiah 53:6 - He took our sin upon His body.

   6.  Realize the value of one soul!

a)  Mark 8:36,37.

7.  Five things that motivated Paul:

a)  His certainty of heaven - II Cor. 5:1,8.


b)  His concern to please the Lord Jesus - II Cor. 5:9,10;  I John 2:28.


c)  His compassion for the lost - II Cor. 5:11.


d)  His constraint of love - II Cor. 5:14.


e)  His commission from God - II Cor. 5:19,20.
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
