Encouraging  Christians  To  Go  Soul  Winning

AIM:   To encourage my class to go out and try to win souls;  to expose the need to go.

POINT  OF  CONTACT:  Life is very short and people do not have a whole lot of time to hear about Jesus and trust Him as their Saviour - James 4:14.  

I.  THE  STORY  OF  LAZARUS  -  John 11:1-46
A.  Lazarus was sick - :1.  This is the effects of sin!  As cancer, it eats at your very soul!
B.  Lazarus was part of a family;  someone's brother - :3.

C.  Jesus loved him - :3,5;  Gal. 2:20;  John 3:16.  Jesus loves all sinners - Rom. 5:8.

D.  God saves us for His glory - :4;  I Cor. 10:31.  We're not saved just so we can work 

      8 hours a day, eat three meals a day, and watch TV until it's time to go to bed!  And

      what brings more glory to God than winning souls to Him?

E.  Jesus comes at an appointed time - :6,7.  People do not get saved when they want to! 

     You get saved on God's schedule, or remain lost!

F.  The devil and the world hate soul winners - :8-10.  

G.  Men are asleep to their lost condition - :11.  We are sent by God to wake them up!

H.  We must realize their condition before we can lead them to Jesus - :12-14. They don't

      need education...  They need Jesus!

I.  Divine appointments - :15.  What is a Divine appointment?

    1)  When the Holy Spirit brings the soul winner and the lost person together.  The lost

          is ready to hear and the soul winner is ready to witness!

    2)  Examples of Divine appointments:


a.  Jesus and the woman at the well - John 4:1-28.


b.  Philip and the Ethiopian - Acts 8:26-40.

c.  Peter sent to Cornelius' house - Acts 10:9-33.

    3)  Sometimes, the Holy Spirit will lead us positively - Mk. 16:15,16.  Other times, He

          will lead us negatively - Acts 16:6,7.

J.  We must die to self in order to be a soul winner - :16.

K.  There is always hope - :17-22.  Never give up on anyone!

L.  Jesus is salvation - :23-27;  John 14:6;  Acts 4:12.

M.  Jesus weeps - :28-35.  Because of the millions lost and no one cares - Lam. 1:12.

N.  What stops them from getting saved - :36-39.  Stones - cold hearts of Christians!

O.  Only believe - :40.

P.  The object is to get them born again - :41-44.  If not, we've failed!

Q.  Others get saved as a result - :45.

R.  Others refuse to believe no matter what - :46;  Lk. 16:27-51.
