Thank you for response!  The following will tell you how you can know for sure that you will go to heaven.  This information comes directly from the Bible and tells what God says we must do to go to heaven.  It does not contain church denominational opinions...  God tells us that there are 4 things we must know before we can go to heaven.

1.  WE MUST REALIZE THAT WE ARE ALL SINNERS - Romans 3:10,  “As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one.”
The word, “righteous” means perfect.  If you’re like me, you know some people who think they are perfect, but of course, we know that this not true!

God also says in Romans 3:23,  “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.”
Or, we’ve all broken some of God’s commandments.  Take for example the commandment that says, “Thou shalt not bear a false witness.”  Which means, thou shalt not lie.  Now tell me, have you ever told a lie?  Sure, we all have.  And breaking God’s commandments is what makes us sinners.

2.  SINNERS GO TO HELL WHEN THEY DIE - Revelation 20:14,15, “And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire.  This is the second death.  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”  

Because we sin, not only will we die physically, but then we will go to that lake of fire, the place we know as being hell.  Now, when someone was showing me this, I didn't think I was bad enough to be cast into a lake of fire!  I knew I wasn’t perfect, but I had never killed anyone!  I have never taken a gun and robbed anyone!  But then they showed me God’s list of people that will go to hell, and I was on that list!

Revelation 21:8,  “But the fearful, and unbelieving, (they don't believe in God, but that wasn’t me.  I believed in God)  and abominable, and murderers, (I never killed anyone)  and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, (or people who bow down to statues = not me)  and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone:  which is the second death.”

How many people would I have to kill in order to be a murderer?  (JUST ONE)  And how many lies would I have to tell in order to be a liar?  (JUST ONE = me)  Since we’ve all told some lies, according to the Bible, where does God say we all deserve to go?  HELL.

3.  JESUS LOVES SINNERS AND DOES NOT WANT THEM TO GO TO HELL!  Romans 5:8,  “But God commendeth (He proved) his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.”

Jesus came down from heaven, lived a perfect life, and died on the cross for our sins.  I’ve often wondered, why did Jesus have to die?  Couldn’t He have performed some kind of a miracle to get us into heaven?  Well, what if I took a handful of rocks to the grocery store, and when it came time to pay, I laid the rocks on the counter?  What would the clerk say?  That I was crazy!  And that’s because the payment for groceries is money!  Not rocks!  And the payment for sin is death!  Not living right, etc.

Romans 623a, “For the wages (payment) of sin is death…”

So Jesus paid for our sins by dying on the cross!  Then, He arose from the dead three days later!

4.  NOW HE WANTS TO GIVE US HEAVEN AS A GIFT - Romans 6:23,  “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

Going to heaven is free!  There are no strings attached!  I can’t earn heaven and I don't deserve it!  What if I said that I want to give you this watch as a gift.  Then I said you owe me $25.00 - Would that be a gift?  NO!  But what if I said, if you will help me do some work, I will give you this free watch!  Would that be a gift?  NO!  You would just be earning it!  The only way it would be a gift, is if I gave it to you free, with no strings attached!  Otherwise, I could not call it a gift!  But, that’s why God calls heaven a gift!  It’s free!  We don’t deserve it, we can't earn it, and we can't pay for it!  Jesus already did!  Notice that He said it’s,  “…through Jesus Christ our Lord.”  Period!  Then He begins a whole new chapter in the Bible!  God says, heaven is through one thing, and that thing is a person, and that Person is Jesus!

John 3:16,  “For God so loved the world, that he gave (what?) his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”

What do churches and religions say that it would take to get a person to heaven?  Some say, “Obey the 10 commandments;  Live a good life;  Go to church;  Read the Bible;  Pray…”  If they say that we must depend on these things to go to heaven, and God says that it is only one thing, who is right?  Them or God?

God says that we are all sinners.  Now does He include just me or does He include you too?  God also says that sinners deserve to die and go to hell.  Do you believe what God says about hell?  But, Jesus loves us and does not want us to go to hell.  So, He came down from heaven, lived a perfect life, and died on the cross to pay for our sins.   Do you believe that Jesus died for you personally, as well as the whole world?  

What if you and I met at the grocery store.  You were ready to check out and I came up to you and asked, “Please, please, will you let me pay for your groceries?”  You now have a decision to make.  If you say no, then you must pay for your groceries.  But if you say yes, then I will pay!  Jesus comes to you right now and asks, “Please, please, will you let me pay for your sins?”  Right now you have a decision to make.  If you say no, then you must pay for your sins by going to hell and burning forever.  

Revelation 14:11,  “And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night…”

However, if you say yes to Jesus and receive His free gift of eternal life, He will forgive all of your sins and take you to heaven when you die!  How?

Romans 10:13,  “For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.”

Saved from going where?  TO HELL!  If you will simply pray, right where you are, and ask Jesus to save you, He promises He will!  Would you be willing to ask Him right now?  If your answer is yes, then pray this prayer to Jesus, not just reading these words, but meaning them from your heart to Him!  Just pray, “Dear Jesus, I know that I am a sinner.  I know that my sin would send me to hell.  But I ask you, Jesus, to forgive my sins, and take me to heaven, when I die.  Thank you Jesus, for saving me!  Amen.”  If you just prayed to Jesus and meant that prayer, are you really saved from going to hell?  Are you really going to heaven when you die?  Lets see what the Bible says.

Romans 10:13,  “For whosoever (this means anyone = your name) shall call (pray) upon the name of the Lord (and Who did you just pray to?) shall be saved.”  Not think so;  hope so;  or some day will be!  No!  SHALL BE!  That’s pretty strong language!  Can God tell a lie?  NO!  So did God just save you like He said He would?  YES!  So, if you died right now, where would you go?  TO HEAVEN!

Because your good, or because of what Jesus just did?  WHAT  JESUS  DID!

Now let me ask you this question.  What if you sinned, then you died, where would you go?

God says in John 10:28,  “And I give (Why?  Because it’s a free gift!  There are no strings attached) unto them eternal life; (How long is eternal?  FOREVER!) and they shall never perish, (never go to hell) neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.”

When you asked Jesus to save you, you were placed in His hand!  And God says that no one can pull you out of His hand!  Is the devil stronger than God?  NO!  Are you?  NO!  So if you sinned, then you died, where would you go?  HEAVEN!  But the question still remains, what does Jesus do when we sin?

When you were little and did something wrong, what did your mother or father do with you?  Mine punished me!  Yours did not pick you up by the collar and the seat of your pants and throw you out the door and say, “You are no longer my child!”  Did they?  NO!  Regardless of what you did, you were still their child!  And when you ask Jesus to be your Saviour, He becomes your heavenly Father!  Just as our earthly fathers disciplined us, Jesus will also discipline us!  But He will never take away our salvation because that was a free gift!
