In the Old Testament, God instructed the people to go to their locks, find a lamb without blemish, and to bring it for a sacrifice.  But the people disobeyed God!  They were bringing the sick, diseased ones with blemishes, the crippled...  What do you

do with a horse that has broken it's leg?  Shoot it!  Or, take it to God for a sacrifice!  "Let's give it to God instead of killing it!"  The people were bringing the animals that they couldn't ake any money off of;  they couldn't sell and no one wanted them.

IV.  GOD WANTS THE BEST SACRIFICE!


The widow's mite!  She gave all she had!  At the church auction, people gave some junk!  "Try offering that to the governor!  See if he will accept it!"  GOD  WANTS  THE  BEST!   NOT  A  BUNCH  OF  LEFT  OVERS   AND THROW  AWAYS!  At Thanksgiving, we give the left overs to the dog!  Not to people who drop by!  How about God?  "God, I have a few scraps the dog didn't want!"  Q: How much do you think of God?  It is evident by what you give to Him!  The opposite is true!  What does God think of you?  It is evident by what He gave for you!  Jesus!  His perfect, spotless, sinless Son!  He is WITHOUT BLEMISH!  All the Old Testament sacrifices were pointing to Jesus!  To bring a sacrifice that was sick...  was to say that Jesus wasn't our perfect sacrifice!  It was an abomination to God!  To sacrifice is to be like God!  He sacrificed Jesus for us!
