AIM: To teach the importance of believers spending time with God, on a regular, daily basis! 

POINT  OF  CONTACT: Remember when we had homework assignments?  We would wait until the last possible moment and then turn in incomplete work!  How much better if we had scheduled the time, completed our assignments, and received good grades for our work!

I.  THE  ARK  OF  THE  COVENANT  -  Exodus 25:10-16

A. The ark was made of wood overlaid with gold, pictured Jesus - most important furniture piece!

   1. The wood picture Jesus’ human body;  gold pictured His Divinity!

B. It stood in the holy of holies, the innermost room of the tabernacle!

   1. It was separated from the holy place by the veil, and only the high priest could enter there!

   2. Inside this in the room pictures the security believers have because of the cross of Calvary!

   3. There were three arks in the Bible: (1) Noah's ark - safety from judgment on the inside!  (2) Moses’ ark - he

         was safe and secure inside!  Both these were made waterproof by using a tar like substance called, “pitch.”

         This is the same word, “atonement,” Lv. 17:11.  (3) The Ark of the Covenant!  The blood sprinkled made an,

          “atonement” which protected them from judgment!

C. Within this ark contained the law of God, which demanded the death of sinners!

D. Over the ark was mercy seat stained with blood.

   1. Under the blood is the place of safety from judgment, the symbol of security, and redemption in Christ!

E. The ark in the tabernacle wore a crown - Exodus 25:11.

   1. Crowns are for kings to wear - they are the symbol of sovereignty and power!

   2. This pictured Jesus in the office of King!

      a) Prophet - brought God's message to the people - His first coming!  We see Calvary at the brazen altar!

      b) Priest - intercedes for the people!  Jesus is our high priest, interceding for us at God's throne!
II.  A  PICTURE  OF  THE  CHRISTIAN  LIFE

A. We come to Jesus at Calvary, through the shedding of His blood, for salvation - Hebrews 9:22.

B. We feed on the bread of life, walking in the light of the Holy Spirit, and praying for others!

C. We are to go on to perfection and crown him absolute King and Lord of all in our lives!

   1. Far too many have stopped at the altar of salvation and never seem to go any farther!

   2. Others are serving, but have never completely yielded and dedicated all to Him!

III.  THERE  WERE  THREE  ROOMS  

A. The tabernacle had three rooms to - the outer court (place of sacrifice{salvation}) the sanctuary

     (place of worship {church}) the holy of holies (place of personal communion with God  {prayer closet}).

B. God created man a threefold being - body {outer court} soul {holy place} and spirit {holy of holies}.

   1. A believer’s body is the temple of the Holy Spirit - the place of sacrifice - Romans 12:1,2.

   2. The soul pictures the holy place - the place of worship - Luke 1:46. 

   3. This Spirit pictures the holy of holies - where we communion with God - John 4:24. 

   4.  God wants to dwell in all three rooms!  Unless a person is born again, they cannot commune with God.

C. The high priest, went into the presence God, alone - alone with God, the secret place of prayer!

   1. We spend far too much time on meeting the needs of the body and too little on the spirit!

   2. Then we concentrate on fellowship, to the point of not having time to go behind the veil - Heb. 4:16.

D. God created us for His pleasure - Rev. 4:11, but we live to please ourselves - Romans 3:23.

E. God sits on His throne, wondering when you’re going to find time to spend with Him!
