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AIM:  To teach my class about the blood, that Jesus’ blood washes away our sins! 

POINT  OF  CONTACT: The alter was the first thing you came to in the tabernacle.  Animals

were sacrificed and their blood was sprinkled on every piece of furniture, alter!!

I.  THE  FURNATURE

A.  There were 7 pieces of furniture in the tabernacle, symbolizing the perfection of God.

B.  The furniture was arranged in such a way that, if straight lines were drawn, the future 

      cross of Jesus was pictured.

C.  They were made of wood, picturing Jesus’ humanity, covered with gold, picturing His Divinity.

D.  Alter pictures Jesus on the cross!  Laver - Jesus cleansing us from daily sins!  Table of 

      Shewbread - Jesus the bread of life!  Candle stick - Jesus the light of the world!  Alter of 

       Incense -  Jesus interceding for us!  Ark - Jesus’ righteousness, holiness, justice!  Mercy 

       Seat - Jesus’ love, mercy, and grace!

II.  A  PERFECT  PICTURE  OF  OUR  SALVATION

A.  In the garden, Adam and Eve tried to cover their sin with self-made garments of fig leaves.

   1.  Before a person can be saved, they must realize that they cannot save themselves.

B.  God’s way has never changed - animal sacrifices pictured the coming cross.  

   1. The fig leaves of religion and works do not provide an atonement - Leviticus 17:11.

C.  When Moses came with the law, Israel was worshipping the golden calf!

   1. The people thought they could keep God’s laws - Exodus 24:3, 5-7.

      a) “We can earn heaven by our good works, religious acts - we don’t need a Saviour!”

      b) It’s not by works - Titus 3:5;  Romans 4:5;  Ephesians 2:8,9.

   2. God says His laws must be kept perfectly - James 2:10;  Rom. 3:10,23.  None do!

   3. The law demands judgment and death for the transgressors - James 1:15.

   4. One sin will send a person to hell forever - Revelation 21:8.

D. Moses also brought down the plans for the tabernacle - God’s law and His grace!

   1. The tabernacle centered around blood - from the alter to the mercy seat!

   2. This was God’s only provision for sinful man - Heb. 9:22;  Eph. 1:7;  Rev. 1:5.

   3. The law shows the awfulness of sin.  The tabernacle shows God’s remedy for sin!

E.  Sin is eternal, hell - Rev. 14:11;  Mt. 25:41,46.  Jesus’ blood is eternal - I John 1:7.

F.  We are sinners and have sin in our hearts!

   1. God will not let sin into heaven - we must deal with this sin before we die!

   2. As soap removes dirt from our clothes, Jesus’ blood washes sin out of our hearts!

   3. How do we get Jesus to take His blood and wash the sin out of our heart so we can go 

       to heaven?  Ask Him to - Romans 10:13.

G.  Without the blood, you cannot enter into the presence of God - veil, mercy seat…

H.  Blood was placed on the priest’s right ear, right thumb, and big toe on right foot!

   1. Ear - Hear the gospel.  Hand - Receive the gospel.  Foot - Go spread the gospel.

   2. We are N.T. priests - I Pt. 2:9.  Mt. 28:19,20;  Mk. 16:15;  Lk. 24:48;  Acts 1:8.

   3. We are to take God’s message of love to the lost world - II Cor. 3:2;  John 3:16.
