February 11, 1999, a day like any other day, was a turning point in my life!  I woke up at 4:45 AM, dressed, made a cup of coffee, and went into my office to study and pray until time to go to work - 6:30!  I picked up my helper, stopped for a biscuit and a cup of coffee and proceeded to work!  We worked hard all day and made much progress!  

When quitting time rolled around, we were working on the third floor and the stairways were blocked!  They raised a “Lull” up to the third story window, a forklift like machine, to help us get our tools down to the trucks!  I climbed out the window into the plywood box and my helper handed me the compressor, compound miter saws, the air nail guns and hoses, and a variety of hand tools - far too much to carry over so much!  I was going to ride down to the ground on the machine so when the tools were loaded, I flagged the operator but he had gotten off the machine!  While waiting for him to return, someone on the ground walked up to the machine, reached inside, and hit the wrong lever!  Instead of being lowered down to the ground, the tools and I went crashing down to the sidewalk!  I landed headfirst!  I was broken up so badly that by the time the ambulance had arrived, the workers told my uncle, who was giving me mouth-to-mouth, not to bother because I would never make it alive to the hospital!  The doctors shared this opinion for the first 48 hours!


Little did they know that I was a man of God!  And I knew other men of God that began to pray for me, and their church people began to pray as well!  Such a man was Brother Josh Shifflett!  God heard his prayers and spared my life!  Now for these nearly five years, he and the Fellowship Baptist Church have loved us but not just in words only - I John 3:18!  They have supported us financially each month and have greatly encouraged our hearts to continue in the work of the Lord Jesus Christ!  We have seen many people come to know the Lord Jesus as their Saviour as a result of our testimony and many Christians have been encouraged by Fellowship’s acts of love and kindness to us!


The Fellowship Baptists Church is now building a beautiful new building and reaching out to many communities with the gospel of Christ, which puts us in mind of the Old Testament tabernacle!
