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=Introduction=

God tells us to study His Word - II Timothy 2:15.  However, most Christians decide to disobey this command, spending the majority of their days earning money to buy material things, or maintaining the things they already possess:  cleaning or fixing the house;  washing and waxing the car;  mowing the grass and landscaping the yard...  Or, they spend their precious time enjoying their possessions:  watching TV;  fishing;  hunting, boating...  Nothing wrong with any of these things, unless they become idols, forcing the Lord Jesus, His Word, and His work to take a back seat!


Because of their disobedience, most of God's people believe some very peculiar doctrines!  They hear "Dr. Mess-um-up,  Dr. Bottle-stopper,  Dr. Side-winder,"  preach a sermon-ette on Sundays, and think they know the Bible!  When in fact, most of those who think they are going to heaven, can't show you one verse in the Bible backing up what they believe!  And ask them for a verse that actually uses the word, "heaven."  No wonder the Jehovah's Witnesses, Mormons, Moonies, and all the other false religions and cults can chew them up and spit them out, when it comes to the Bible!  They twist and pervert the Scriptures, and the average Christian is thoroughly confused, not even knowing they weren't supposed to let these cults into their houses - I John 2:9-11!


The following chapters were written to reveal truth, expose lies and errors, and inspire Christians to spend their precious time studying God's holy word!  May the Lord richly bless you and speak to your heart, as He reveals His truths to you, that you might study more, and live a better Christian life for Him!

Chapter 1

=ADAM  AND  EVE  DID  NOT  EAT  AN  APPLE=

Genesis 1:12, 26-30;  2:8,9, 15-17;  3:1-24.


God told Adam that he could eat the fruit of every tree in the garden that He had prepared for him, except from the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.  Though there were probably apple trees of many sorts in the garden, which they ate of, no where does the Bible tell us that the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil was an apple tree!  In fact, no specific fruit trees are named in the account of creation, nor in the story of Adam and Eve's disobedience.

Chapter 2
=NOAH  BUILT  THE  ARK  IN  60  YEARS=

Genesis 6:3 - 9:29


God numbered the days that mankind had left to live on the earth in Genesis 6:3, which was 120 years.  Notice very carefully that the Bible does not say that Noah began to build the ark right then, and that it took him 120 years to complete it!  In verse 8, Noah found grace in God's eyes.  Verse 10 tells us that God gave Noah 3 sons - but they were born after man's days were numbered!  And it isn't until verses 13-18 that God reveals His plans to Noah!  When He does speak to Noah, his sons are grown and married!  Back then, they were about 40 years old before tying the knot, which was young, considering that they lived to be hundreds of years old!  And that means that at least 40 years had expired before God revealed His plans to Noah!  


Simple mathematics tell us how long it took to build the ark!  Noah was 600 years old when God sent the flood upon the earth - 7:6,11;  9:28,29.  He was 500 years old when his sons were born - 5:32.  His sons were married and took their wives on the ark with them - 7:13.  By the time God told Noah about the coming flood, all three boys were married.  500+40=540 - the age of Noah when he began building the ark.  The flood came when he was 600 years old:  600-540=60 years, not 120 as commonly believed!

Chapter 3
=JONAH  DIED  IN  THE  WHALE=
Jonah 1:17 - 2:6


Jonah had been swallowed by a great fish, and spent 72 hours inside it's stomach - Jonah 1:17.  Most believe, that because it was a whale, Mt. 12:40, it breathed air;  thus supplying Jonah with enough air to breath for three days inside it's stomach.  But a continuous supply of fresh air goes to a whale's lungs, not it's stomach!  


Matthew tells us that Jonah was a picture of Jesus, and He died on the cross!  He did not swoon or pass out as He hung there, and later was buried alive - Jn. 19:33;

  Rom. 5:8.  And the Bible says that Jonah died as well!  Jonah 2:2 - he cried out to God from hell - "sheol," which is the place the dead went, as Abraham and Lazarus in Luke 16.  In :4, Jonah is cast out of the all seeing eyes of Almighty God!  Jonah was for ever done in this life, :6, yet God brought up his life up from corruption -Acts 2:27,31;  13:37;  I Cor. 15:42!  And a body corrupts when it is dead!

Chapter 4
=JESUS  DID  NOT  HAVE  LONG  HAIR=

Jesus said in I Cor. 11:14,15 that it is a shame for a man to have long hair!  Would He come down from heaven, wear His hair long and greasy as Hollywood portrays Him, then give us verses in His holy word contradicting His own looks?  


The word shame is the same Greek word as vile, found in Romans 1:26, speaking of queers!  In other words, men with long hair are very easily confused with being homosexuals!  Every male mentioned in the Bible, who had long hair, was a "fruit cake," or a disobedient rebel!  For example:  Absalom in II Samuel 18:9;  Samson...


A Nazarite, Num. 6:2-6, would allow their hair to grow long as a sign of degradation, not honor.  Jesus was from the city of Nazareth, but He never took the vow of a Nazarite!  Proof?  A Nazarite could not touch a dead body, yet Jesus did so every time He passed a funeral, raising them from the dead - Luke 7:12-14.  A Nazarite had to offer sacrifices for sin, Num. 6:10,11, 13,14, and Jesus lived sinless - Heb. 7:26.  Nazarites couldn't eat grapes, or any thing made from grapes, but Jesus created grape juice - John 2.


How long is long?  It's the opposite of short!  Jesus wore His hair short!  No, they didn't have electric clippers in those days, but the men still got their hair cut, as they did have barbers back then!  Ezekiel 5:1.  By the way, they didn't have fast food restaurants then either, but people ate!

Chapter 5
=MARY  WAS  A  SINNER  THAT  NEEDED  A  SAVIOUR=

Some believe Mary to be born sinless, of a virgin as Jesus was, and to have an active part in the salvation of sinners. As sinners, her and Joseph offered two turtledoves in the temple because they were poor and could not afford two lambs - Lev. 14:21,22;  Luke 2:21-24.  She admitted with her own mouth that she needed a saviour, Luke 1:47, which goes along with the teachings of the rest of the Bible - Rom. 3:10,23...  Simeon recognized Jesus as the Saviour, not Mary - Luke 2:25-29;  Acts 4:12.  Jesus Himself claimed to be the one and only saviour - John 14:6, and He is the only mediator between God and men - Acts 4:12;  I Tim 2:5.

Chapter 6
=THE  WORD  "RAPTURE"  IS  NOT  IN  THE  BIBLE=

The word rapture cannot be found in the Bible, yet this in no way proves that such an event will not take place.  The word Bible cannot be found in the Bible either, but this does not prove God's Word does not exist!  How foolish to believe such nonsense!  God says that He will come in the clouds and snatch all born-again believers off the earth, and carry them to heaven - I Thes. 4:16-18.  The word rapture means a snatching away, and the Bible certainly teaches this!  The O.T. gives us many wonderful pictures and types of the rapture:  Enoch, in Genesis 5:24;  Lot in Genesis 19:15...  The N. T. gives us the principle teaching of the rapture, and the O. T. gives illustrations of this teaching to help us better understand it!

Chapter 7
=JESUS  LIVED  BEFORE  HE  WAS  BORN=

The religions of the world differ in their teachings of Jesus Christ.  Most believe in the "Christmas story," that He was born in a manger, and was wrapped in swaddling clothes.  Jesus Himself said that He existed before Abraham, John 8:58.  The religious crowed picked up stones to put Him to death, because He made Himself equal to God - 

John 5:18.  He was either Who He claimed to be, or the biggest liar that ever existed!


In the Old Testament, we read that God created the heavens and the earth - Genesis 1:1.  And in the New Testament, Jesus is given credit for creation - John 1:1-3;  Col. 1:16,17;  Heb. 1:2,10.  Jesus pre-existed as God, and put on a human body that He might have blood.  When He died on the cross, His blood was shed in order that our sins might be washed away, thus opening the door to heaven to us - Heb. 9:22;  Rev. 1:5.

Chapter 8
=THERE  WERE  NO  WISE MEN  AT  THE  MANGER=

The Christmas story mentions a variety of characters:  Joseph, Mary, the Inn keeper, and the shepherds - Luke 2:15-18, but not one time does it mention the wise men! As a matter of fact, they didn't show up until Jesus was about two years old -

Mt. 2:8-23.  We know Jesus was about 2 years old when they showed up, because King Herod ordered His death in Mt. 2:16, and this was a result of the wise men going home without telling him where the young child was!  People who follow tradition, instead of clear passages of Scripture, not only get the details confused, but are confused on salvation as well!

Chapter 9                  

=SOME  CHRISTIANS  DO  GO  TO  HELL=

The word Christian is found only 3 times in the Bible.  "And the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch."  Acts 26:11.  This word means Christ-like, or like Christ;  Christ imitators!  It's a term that describes their actions and behavior, not what's inside their hearts!  Note that the heathenish world gave them this name, not a church!  "You remind us of that Jesus fellow!  Loving others, helping those in need, giving and making sacrifices!  Fanatics!  Like the one called Christ!"  It was given as a derogatory name out of hateful hearts, not as a compliment out of  loving hearts!


Religions world wide, copy certain acts of Christ, and are called Christian.  They even go as far as attaching the names of Jesus to their denomination, yet do not preach and teach the message of salvation as Jesus did!  Ye must be born again - John 3:7.  Though they imitate Jesus in some areas, which is Christian, or like Christ, they have never had a born again experience!  They believe that doing Christian works will get them into heaven, when in reality, nothing is farther from the truth - Mt. 7:21-23.  Even though a person lives their entire life as a Christian, without getting their name written in the Lamb's Book of Life, they will not see heaven's glory - Rev. 20:14,15.

Chapter 10
=JESUS  WAS  CRUCIFIED  ON  WEDNESDAY=

Contrary to what most religions believe and teach, there is no such thing as Good Friday.  Jesus said in Mt. 12:40, that He would be buried in the heart of the earth for 

3 days and 3 nights!  The Bible teaches that a day consists of 12 hours, and a night consists of 12 hours, totaling 24 hours - John 11:9,10.  Jesus was in the grave for 3 days and 3 nights, totaling 72 hours!  He arose from the dead on the first day of the week, which is Sunday - Luke 24:1.  


Counting backwards from the day of the resurrection, Saturday night, Saturday;  Friday night, Friday;  Thursday night, Thursday;  leaves Jesus being crucified on Wednesday!  Not Friday!  Thus, Good Wednesday is Scriptural, not Good Friday.  Where religion gets Friday is from the mention of the Sabbath in Scripture - John 19:31.  They wanted Jesus' body taken down from the cross before the Sabbath.  


Scripture teaches there is more than one Sabbath day - Mt. 12:10,12;  Lk. 4:31,

6:1,2.  The Sabbath day mentioned the day after Jesus' death was not the weekly Sabbath!  In the Bible, there was a Sabbath that came once a year - Ex. 23:10,11;  verse 12 speaks of the weekly Sabbath;  and the Year of Jubilee was another Sabbath, that came once every 50 years.  All 3 fell the week of the crucifixion, and Scripture is referring to one of these the day after His death, Thursday, Mt. 27:62, not the weekly Sabbath, Saturday!  They wanted the stone sealed for three days, :64, not just one!  Jesus arose the day after the weekly Sabbath, but this Sabbath was not mentioned until Mt. 28:1.

Chapter 11      

=MODERN  VERSIONS  OF  THE  BIBLE  ARE  NOT  BIBLES=

The Bible existed before God created the worlds - Ps. 119:89;  John 1:1.  All scripture is God breathed, meaning God Himself wrote every word - II Tim. 3:16.  God used some 40 different people to write down His words, over a period of 1600 years.  These writings have been known as the originals, and are no longer in existence today.  We have copies of those originals, which some claim to have errors, thus not allowing us to have a perfect Bible, without error.


The only true originals are where they started from:  in heaven with God.  God told each of the 40 writers exactly what to write, which is how the Bible was written perfectly, without error.  Once given to us, God did not put us in charge of preserving His Words - Ps. 12:6,7;  I Pt. 1:23-25, but Himself, and He will preserve them for ever!  So what need have we of a modern version?  Mt. 24:35;  Mk. 13:31;  Lk. 21:33.


Jesus said we shall live by every word that proceeded out of the mouth of God -Mt. 4:4.  Since God Himself is in charge of preserving His Words, and severely punishes anyone who dares to change these Words - Deut. 4:2;  12:32;  Rev. 22:18,19, why would anyone want a changed-word Bible when they can have the King James?

Chapter 12         

=BAPTISTS  ARE  NOT  PROTESTANTS=

When Martin Luther broke away from the Roman Catholic Church, he founded the Lutheran denomination.  All like denominations became known as Protestants, because they protested under their leadership, left, and started new works.  The Baptists, however, were never a part of the Roman Catholic system.  The book, The Trail of Blood,"  shows that the Baptist heritage is traced back to Jesus and the church He started in Mt. 18:17.  The Roman Catholic system didn't start until after about 100 years after Christ;  therefore, it is gravely incorrect to assume that Baptists are Protestants.

Chapter 13         

=ANYONE  CAN  GO  TO  HEAVEN,  EVEN  CRIMINALS=

The Bible teaches that everyone who has ever lived is a sinner - Rom. 3:10,23.  

God does not allow sin into heaven!  Therefore, to go to heaven, one must be absolutely perfect!  Since there are no perfect people, Jesus left heaven, lived a perfect life, and died on the cross.  As a result of His shed blood, death, and resurrection from the dead, Salvation is made available to everyone, even criminals!


For example:  Moses was a murderer - Ex. 2:12.  Two thieves were crucified next to Jesus, and one of them trusted Him as Saviour, "on his death bed!"  Lk. 23:42,43.

Paul was the chief of sinners - I Tim. 1:15.  David was an adulterer and murderer - 

II Sam. 12:7.  Lot abused both his own daughters - Gen. 19:36.  The Corinthian people behaved like heathens, yet Paul called them brethren - I Cor. 3:1.  Yet everyone of these were gloriously saved and are now walking on streets of gold!  Yes, Jesus came and died for sinners - Rom. 5:8,  and makes heaven available to all - Rom. 10:13.

Chapter 14         

=JESUS  DID  NOT  CREATE  FERMENTED  WINE=

The Bible says that Jesus created good wine - John 2:10.  The same word good is found in  John 10:11,  where Jesus proclaims to be the good shepherd.  Both words are exactly the same, and mean:  no sin;  no spoilage;  no corruptness;  no fermentation.  


When grape juice goes through a rotten-ing process, or better known as fermentation, this process turns it into an alcoholic beverage.  Jesus tells us that we are not to even look at such beverages when this takes place - Pr. 23:31.  And, that one who uses alcoholic beverages is a fool - Pr. 20:1.  Would God give us verses such as these, then come to earth and create enough alcohol to get everyone at a wedding drunk?  No, of course not!  Jesus created good juice!
Chapter 15          

=EVERY  SAVED  PERSON  GETS  THE  SPIRIT=

The Holy Spirit, the third member of the Trinity, is a person.  At Salvation, He comes to live within the believer's heart, and begins His work of transforming our lives to be like Jesus - John 16:13,14;  Rom. 8:29.  Though a believer has all of the Holy Spirit they will ever get, the Holy Spirit does not have complete control of the believer!  Which is why God commands us to be filled every day - Eph. 5:18.  Daily we are to yield ourselves to His leadership and guidance, not just during a church service on Sunday!

Chapter 16                         

=JESUS  BROKE  THE  SABBATH=

God created the heavens and the earth in 6 days.  On the 7th day He rested.  2500 years later, the Sabbath law was given to Israel - Ex. 20:8-10;  31:13,17.  Keeping the Sabbath does not mean you go to church on Saturday.  It was to be a day of rest, not a day of worship.  The day of rest pictured Salvation, that we are completely resting in Jesus and what He did for us on Calvary.  When Jesus came to the earth in person, there was no need of pictures and symbols of Him - Col. 2:16,17.  To work on the Sabbath pictured us working for our Salvation -  Eph. 2:8,9;  Titus 3:5.


The Bible clearly states that they wanted to kill Jesus because He broke the Sabbath - John 5:16-18.  Did this make Jesus a sinner, rendering His sacrifice on the cross null and void?  Of course not!  Jesus was holy and separate from sinners, never committing even one sin! - Heb. 4:15;  7:26.  Therefore, it was not a sin for Him to break the Sabbath!

Chapter 17            

=BIBLE  HEALERS  NEVER  TOOK  OFFERINGS=

Those who had the gift of healing never collected any seed money, or any other type of offerings!  Jesus even commanded for them to provide healing absolutely free - 

Mt. 10:8.  Those He really gave the gift to were not only able to heal, but to raise the dead!  A far cry from what we have today!  Back then, the crippled took up their beds and walked - John 5:8;  Acts 3:2-8.  Someone who cannot walk will give everything they posses in order to be healed!  How sad that the world is full of crooks and con artists, who, in the name of religion, will take people's money, knowing they cannot help them!  Then claiming they didn't have the faith!  Lazarus didn't have the faith but got healed of a bad case of Riga mortise!  

Chapter 18        

=THOSE  HEALED  OFTEN  DIDN'T  HAVE  THE  FAITH=

As we read through the Bible, we often read of someone that was miraculously healed.  Mt. 9:22,29 speaks of healing taking place as a result of faith.  But is faith a requirement before healing can take place?  And who does the judging to determine if one has enough faith, or the right kind of faith?  And where is this documented in the scriptures?  How can someone claim that a person, "...does not have the faith," if they are not healed?  Is this simply a way they use to disguise the fact that they don't have the gift of healing at all?  In Acts 5:16, not one person missed out on being healed!


When Jesus came to town, the Bible says that, "...great multitudes followed him, and he healed them all."  Mt. 12:15.  Jesus even healed people like Lazarus, who had been dead for 4 days!  Where was his faith?  Jesus broke up every funeral He ever came across!  When Jesus was betrayed in the garden, Peter took his sword and cut off the ear of the high priest's servant and Jesus healed him, Luke 22:50,51, yet the subject of faith was not even mentioned!  Paul healed on an island - Acts 28:8,9, no reference to having the faith!


Paul asked Jesus to heal him 3 different times, but He didn't.  And this is where we find the verse, "...my grace is sufficient for thee."  II Cor. 12:9.  Did Paul, the greatest Christian in the New Testament, besides the Lord Jesus, not have enough faith to be healed?  Nonsense!  If someone claims today, to sincerely have the gift of healing, they will do as those in the Bible did, and put hospitals, nursing homes, even morgues out of business!  Not come up with lame excuses, like, "...they didn't have the faith," to justify their inability to demonstrate the true healing gifts!

Chapter 19
=PETER  WAS  NOT  THE  FIRST  POPE=

The idea of God making Peter the first Pope comes from the misinterpretation of 

Mt. 16:18, yet verses 15-17 clearly explain that Jesus was speaking of Himself, not Peter!  We know Peter was not the first pope because he was married - Mark 1:29,30;  Simon spoken of here, was Peter - Mt. 8:14;  10:2;  Mark 3:16.  Later, Jesus called Peter Satan,   stating that he didn't understand the things of God - Mt. 16:23.  Peter even denied knowing Jesus - Mt. 26:74,75.  How could such a sinful man, whom the scriptures condemn, Rom. 3:10,23, be the first pope?

Chapter 20                      

=NO  ONE  TOOK  UP  SERPENTS=

The first serpent in the Bible is Satan - Gen. 3:1.  The rule of first mention in studying the Scriptures, holds true regardless of the subject.  How ever the subject is first mentioned, the same usage is carried out through the entire Bible.  The serpent was harmful and caused mankind to plunge into sin, and this theme of injury, evil, and danger, is found throughout Scripture - Num. 21:6-9;  Ps. 58:4;  Rom. 3:0-18;

II Cor. 11:3;  Rev. 20:2.


Everyone who picked up snakes was afraid - Ex. 4:3, and no one in the Bible picked up a snake as an act of worship!  Paul picked up a snake in Acts 28:2-5, but as soon as he realized what it was, he threw it into the fire!  This is God-given fear and smarts!  Those in Mark 16, were commanded to go and tell everyone about the saving power of Jesus!  God promised that as they were out obeying this commandment, soul winning and telling the lost about Christ, He would protect them from harm!  Not to run out, drink poison, and handle a bunch of serpents!  This is why many get bit and die!

Chapter 21                

=JESUS  HAD  NO  PIANO=

Long before Jesus left heaven and came to the earth, there were musical instruments - II Sam. 6:5;  I Ch. 16:42;  II Ch. 5:13;  *Ps. 150:3-6;*  *Isa. 38:20.*   
Among them were stringed instruments used in the house of the Lord!  A piano is simply a stringed instrument, and Jesus didn't use one in His services because it had not been invented yet!  Groups will not use a piano today because Jesus didn't in His day, yet the same bunch will drive cars!  They will use air conditioning, central heat, electric lights, TV and electronic equipment, telephones..., and they will sit on padded pews, yet none of these had been invented then either!  Let's be consistent, and use every available means to praise the Lord, and bring glory and honor to His name!

Chapter 22                            

=WELL  PRAISE  THE  LORD=

Praising the Lord is a command to be obeyed, not a phrase to be repeated over and over - Ps. 150:6.  To say the words, "Praise the Lord," is simply repeating God's command.  For example, if you told your teenager to mow the grass, and after about 10 minutes, there were still no lawn mower sounds!  So you look outside and they are running around the mower, hands raised to the sky, and shouting, "Mow the grass!  Mow the grass!"  Question:  have they done what you told them to do?  No, they've simply repeated your command!  Many Christians don't know what it means to praise the Lord, but they do repeat His command to do so.


To praise God means to brag on and thank Him for what He has done.  He created the earth, sun, moon and stars!  He created the animals and sustains each one!  He sent Jesus to die on the cross to pay the penalty for our sins!  And He takes care of us every day in untold ways!  God has given us so much to brag on and be thankful for!  So lets take the time and make the effort to praise Him as He deserves!

Chapter 23             

=YOU  DON'T  HAVE  TO  BE  BAPTIZED=

There are some that believe Jesus' sacrifice on the cross wasn't good enough, claiming that something must be added to His work of salvation, in order for a person to go to heaven.  The gospel, the good news, is spelled out very clearly in I Cor. 15:1-4, which consists of the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, plus nothing!  Trusting Jesus as your Saviour is sufficient to get you into heaven - John 3:16,36;

Acts 16:30,31;  Rom. 10:13;  Eph. 2:8,9;  Titus 3:5;  I John 1:7;  Rev. 1:5.


What about the verses that look like you have to be baptized in order to be saved:

Mark 16:15,16 - the baptism here is not water baptism, but the Holy Spirit baptizing a person into the body of Christ, the moment of salvation.  Acts 2:38 - the key word in this verse is "for."  The Greek word is "eis," which means "because of."  You are to be baptized because you have received the remission of your sins!  If you received a ticket "for" speeding, would you then be allowed to speed all you wanted to?  No, the ticket was given "because" you were speeding, not in order that you might be free to speed!

Acts 22:16 - Paul had just been severely beaten and was then trying to give testimony of what had happened to him at his salvation in  Acts 9:18.  The order is always salvation, then baptism - Acts 2:41;  8:36-38;  10:47,48;  16:30-33.  

Consider the following facts:  no one was baptized in the Old Testament!  They got saved by looking forward to the cross, and we look backward in time to the cross!  It's the looking to Jesus that saves, illustrated in Num. 21:6-9, not baptism!  Jesus Himself was baptizes - Mt. 3:16,17.  Was He lost, needing salvation?  And, the whole time He walked on the earth, He never baptized a single person - John 4:1,2.  Paul was glad he only baptized a few of the Corinthians - I Cor. 1:14-17, claiming that Jesus did not send him to baptize!  And no one wanted to see people saved more than Paul, except the Lord Jesus Himself!

Chapter 24               

=BAPTISTS  BELIEVE  IN  FEET  WASHING=

All good Baptists wash their feet!  It is a common practice that has been handed down from generation to generation!  They even believe in washing others feet, as babies, small children, and the handicapped cannot do this for themselves!  In the Bible, Jesus washed His disciples feet and told them to follow His example - John 13:4-17.  



The disciples were arguing among themselves as to which one of them would be the greatest - Mt. 18:1-4;  23:11,12;  Luke 22:24-26.  Jesus of course was the greatest, but He demonstrated His teaching by washing their feet at the "last supper."  What He was trying to get across to them was living a life of helping others, always seeking their benefit, not living a self-centered life!  If He simply meant for us to wash each others feet, the disciples would of done so;  the early church would of done so;  and it would of been taught somewhere in the 14 church epistles!  Yet, serving others is taught over and over in the scriptures - Mt. 5:41  7:12;  23:11;  Luke 23:35.

Chapter 25        

=WHY  YOU  SHOULD  BELIEVE  IN  PREDESTINATION=
