Adulterous Woman
AIM: To teach my class what adultery is;  that it is a sin against God;  how to protect themselves from Satan's deceptions.

POINT OF CONTACT: If we could label our generation, we could probably use the words of Jesus found in  Mark 8:38.  Today we discuss a woman who was caught in this sin.

I.  JESUS  TAUGHT  AGAINST  ADULTERY  -  John 8:1,2
 A. Adultery is being with the opposite sex in a physical way outside of marriage.

 B. God commands us not to engage in this practice - Ex. 20:14.

 C. Couples do not actually have to touch to commit this sin - Mt. 5:28, though touching is a sin

      as well - I Cor. 7:1,2.

 D. God pronounces judgment on those who do - Heb. 13:4.

 E. God gives special blessings to those who don't - ILL: Mary!

II.  LESSONS  ABOUT  THIS  SIN  -  John 8:3,4
 A. God sees you commit sin - Pr. 15:3.

 B. God makes sure His children get caught - Num. 32:23.

 C. God will not allow His children to get by - Heb. 12:5-8.

 D. This is a very wicked sin - John 8:5;  Lv. 20:10;  Deut. 22:22.

 E. This sin involves God's temple - I Cor. 6:19,20;  *3:16,17.

 F. Be as careful as you want, you still can't hide your sin.

 G. The world is constantly watching even if you don't realize it.

 H. This is an easy sin for Satan to lure us into - appeals to our natural desires to "jump God's

      fences" without marriage.

III.  JESUS  CAME  TO  SAVE  US  FROM  SIN  -  John 8:6
 A. Salvation gives us the help we need to over come sin!

 B. Jesus did not come to hurt sinners, but to help them!


1. The law condemns us to death - and Jesus died for us.


2. We would have no hope / help without Him!

 C. Jesus deals with the bad truth and the bad truth spreaders!


1. He saves us and forgives our sins - we are guilty and our sins put Jesus on the cross!


2. He exposes the religious as sinners as well!

IV.  CASTING  STONES  -  John 8:7
 A. It's easy to condemn the sin in others lives.

 B. If we commit one sin, we are guilty of all - James 2:10.

 C. To "throw a stone" would be to say we have no sins in our lives, but Jesus knows better -

      I Cor. 4:5;   Ecc. 12:13,14.

 D. We would be a lot better Christian if we took our own sins to Jesus for Him to deal with, than

      taking others sins.

V.  JESUS  WROTE  ON  THE  GROUND  -  John 8:6,8
 A. Was He writing the commandment in - Ex. 20:14?

 B. Was He writing all the names of men who had sinned with her?

 C. Where was the man?  Men have double standards - want to sin and marry a pure girl!

 D. Jesus did not come to expose men's sins, but to wash them away - condemning others will

     cause us to expose ourselves!

VI.  CONVICTION  OF  SIN  -  John 8:9
 A. God gives man a conscience to convict him of sin - we know right from wrong at birth - no

      excuses!

 B. God gives Christians a double conviction of conscience and the Holy Spirit - still small voice,

     Bible, church, preaching...

 C. Christians cannot enjoy sin as they did when lost - how you know your saved - it will eat you

      up inside like cancer!  It will weight you down and make you miserable!


1. People choose a church / religion according to the life they are living - don't get

                convicted at "that church."


2. Christians living in sin avoid other Christians, Bible...

VII.  JESUS  DOES  NOT  PUT  UP  WITH  SIN  -  John 8:10,11
 A. Jesus did not come to condemn - John 3:16,17.

 B. The law already did that!  Now a Saviour was needed.

 C. Those who do not get saved are condemned already!


1. They have already been found guilty.


2. They have already been sentenced to an eternal hell.


3. Their date for execution has already been set.


4. Their only hope is a pardon from Jesus!

 D. It is our job to warn them of their condemnation!

VIII.  HOW  TO  AVOID  THIS  SIN
 A. Protect your eyes - control them - I Cor. 9:27.

 B. Never go where it can happen - alone!

 C. Quote the Bible when tempted.

 D. Don't allow Satan to use you to tempt others - clothes...

 E. Never get in the wrong crowd - will end up doing wrong.

 F. Love God more than yourself!

IX.  CONCLUSION
 A. God loves you and has given you fences / commandments to protect you from Satan's

      deceptions.

 B. If you go into sin, He will forgive you, but you will not be as usable as you could of been.

 C. God never gives up on anyone!
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
