Dinah

AIM:  To teach my class about Satan's allurements to young people, trying to lure them away from the safety of the home;  to show them the dangers of the world.

POINT OF CONTACT:  Everyone can think of someone who has had their life ruined by the world.  God tells us of such a person as a warning:  "How to keep your life from being destroyed."  

I.  DINAH  CAME  FROM  A  GOOD  HOME  -  Genesis 34:1

  A. She had good parents that provided for her and took care of her.

  B.  They named her "Dinah,"  which means "one who judges"


1. They had hoped she would make the right decisions in life.


2. The name they chose showed their hopes in her and how she would turn out.

  C. Her parents were not perfect and made some mistakes.


1. They moved/lived too close to the world - places that affected Dinah.


2. They didn't protect her as they should of - trusted her too much;  too much

                 confidence in her that, "...she would never do that..."
II.  DINAH  MADE  SOME  SERIOUS  MISTAKES

  A. She went out alone  (snuck;  board...) - nothing to guide her but her curiosity.

  B. She was not able to control her sin nature because of her youth and inexperience in 

       dealing with the devil and the allurements of the world  -  ILL:  Prodigal son!


1. Satan preys on youth as a lion preys on baby / young animals - easier prey!


2. If Satan can destroy a young person, he can destroy a life that can be used for

                God and His glory!

  C. She went to the wrong place, met the wrong person, ended up doing wrong - 34:2

1. She probably started out board, curious, daring - "...see why they don't want

                 me to go there... meet them... see that..."

2. Most only want to see how close they can get to sin w/out actually doing wrong



(a)  The mouse only wants to smell / taste the cheese - fish / worm.



(b)  Teens only want to have a little fun...

  D. She got away from the protection of her dad and brothers!

  E.  She was not dressed properly - II Timothy 2:9;  "...modest apparel..."

1. Clothes that do not draw attention to your body.


2. Clothes that do not make men's minds work overtime.

  F. She got alone with a man - STAY OUT OF THE PLACES BAD CAN HAPPEN!

III.  RULES  ARE  TO  PREVENT  RUINED  LIVES

  A. The Bible is God's rule book - He didn't make a rule about every thing we like!

  B. God knows that Satan will appeal to your sin nature to lure you into sin.

  C. God gave Adam and Eve rules to prevent them from being deceived - Gen. 3:14-19.
  D. God gave children / teens parents and authorities to protect them!

  E. Obedience protects YOUR life and disobedience destroys YOUR life!

  F.  Rules that could of prevented this:


1. Do not go out alone.


2. Do not go out without Mom and Dad's permission.


3. Do not go to strange places - where your know you shouldn't go!


4. Never go where you can be alone with the opposite sex!

IV.  GOD'S  DIVINE  ORDER  -  34:3

  A. Love, Marriage, Sex.

  B. Here it was - sex, love, asking for marriage.

  C. Trying to improve on God's laws has brought America's homes to 50% divorce rate!

V.  THE  HEARTACHES  SIN  LEAVES  BEHIND

  A. Dinah's loss of her purity, reputation, testimony, future, peace of mind...

  B. Her parents and brothers - 34:5, 7.

  C. Compromise of God's people - 34:8-10,14.
  D. Future losses - 34:23.
  E. The men of the city murdered for Shechem's crime - 34:25-29.
  F. Jacob and Leah's reputation destroyed - 34:30.
VI.   CONCLUSION

  A. Youth, ignorance, curiocity, boardom... are not good excuses / justification for sin.

  B. Once on the road of sin, you will probably go farther than you intended.


1. Dinah didn't intend to loose her purity.


2. Dinah didn't intend to loose her reputation and spoil the family name.


3. Dinah didn't intend for her brothers to become murderers.

  C. Once you know what the world is like,  you will wish you didn't know - Rom. 16:19.

  D. The fun the devil and world have to offer is not what it appears to be!

  E. Forbidden company always spells disaster!  Stay away from the wrong crowd!

  F. No one ever gets close to a mean dog w/out getting bit or snapped at - no one gets

       close to sin and does not get pulled in!

  G. Once your life is ruined - not much you can do - have to live with it for rest of your 

        life!  Can't make up for it - 34:12.

1. Money...can't buy purity back or undo the past!


2. Money won't fix a dad's... broken heart...

  H. Death is always the end result of sin - leaving the protection of authority is the 

       beginning - submission to authority protects us from Satan's deceptions.
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
