=WOMEN  OF  THE  BIBLE=

Bathsheba

AIM:  To teach my class the dangers of immodest dress;  that they cannot get away with sin;  that one sin leads to another;  that God forgives sin but sin has consequences.

POINT OF CONTACT:  Many times, women are left at home alone because their husbands are off working, in the military... and they are lonely.  Satan will use these opportunities to tempt them into sin, attempting to ruin their lives as well as others.

I.  YOU  ARE  NOT  PROTECTED  FROM  SATAN'S  ATTACKS  -  II Sam. 11:1

  A. Position does not protect you - David was the king.

  B. Salvation does not protect you - David was a saved man.

  C. Being close to God does not protect you - David was a man after God's own heart.

  D. Marriage does not protect you - both David and Bathsheba were married.

  E. Satan only needs ONE opportunity to tempt you and can destroy you w/one attempt!

II.  SATAN  TEMPTS  MEN  BY  SIGHT  -  II Sam. 11:2
  A. Women must be modest in all situations - II Tim. 2:9,10.

 
1. No man can look at a woman in a bathing suit and not lust - Mt. 5:28.


2. Same hold true with tight skirts/pants, shorts, sheer / low tops...

  B. Protection of the woman must start with the woman - protecting herself from the eyes 

       lustful men, which will protect her from the hands of lustful men.

  C. Beautiful women must be extra careful and cautious - dressing more modestly than 

       girls who are not as "good looking,"  or good to look at!

III.  SATAN  TEMPTS  WOMEN  BY  ATTENTION
  A. Immodest dress attracts men's attention - which is desired by women.

  B. If there is no one at home to give them attention, they seek it else where.

  C. Satan tempts our natural, God-given desires to lure us into sin.

  D. God gives us boundaries where we can fulfill these desires - marriage...

  F. To fulfill these natural desires outside of God's boundaries (Bible commands) is sin.

  G. Once Satan gets us to sin once, it becomes easier for him to get us again - :3.

IV.  ONE  SIN  LEADS  TO  ANOTHER  -  11:4
  A. Their first sin was showing - looking.

  B. Next was lust, strongly desiring - James 1:13-15 , Satan leads you one step at a time.

  C. David then sent and enquired - asked questions about who she was...


1. His own marriage should of stopped these kinds of questions and flirting.


2. Once both knew each other was married, all contact should of ended.


3. Flirting with sin only makes Satan's job easier, destroying your life, testimony..

  D. They ended up having an affair - can't hold a match to gas and not expect a fire!

  E. Now she's pregnant with another man's child - 11:5

1. God made it easy to get pregnant and get caught,  to avoid sin - Gen. 3:16.


2. Even w/modern technology, over 1/2 million teen girls get pregnant every year!

V.  GOD'S  LAWS  PROTECT  US  FROM  DECEPTION  -  Ps. 119:9
A. Commands and laws are fences that keep purity and happiness in and Satan... out!

B. If Satan can get us to ignore God's laws, it's as opening a fence to a lion - 1 Pt. 5:7.

C. God gives us a free will to choose to obey His laws and enjoy His blessings or to

     disobey His laws and suffer the consequences of doing so.

VI.  SIN  CAN  ONLY  BE  COVERED  SO  MUCH  -  11:6
A. Now they try to hide their sins = cover with dirt, pretty soon there's a pile!

B. God does not allow His children to sin and get by and will expose them - Num. 32:23.


1. Sin is done in secret but judgment is done in public - 12:7,12;  I Cor. 4:5.

C. The more you try to cover sin, the deeper you get - David ended up in murder!

D. Sin brings mourning - 11:26 - and more mourning - 12:15,16.


1. Others had to pay for their sins - Uriah, other soldiers, the baby, Israel...


2. Sin is not like a thorn that hurts one hand, but a bomb that hurts many!

ILL:  Adam and Eve's one act of disobedience is still affecting us - and will do so

          throughout eternity - people will burn in hell forever, which is why Jesus had to

          provide eternal blood - because sin is eternal!

VII.  GOD  FORGIVES  BECAUSE  OF  JESUS  -  Eph. 1:7
A. They didn't know their sin would take them down this far!

B. Satan never tells the bad side - that it's 10,000 times worse than the small pleasure

     gotten from the sin!

C. Even though God forgives, forgets, and restores, He does not remove sin's

     consequences  - ILL: He forgives sexual sins, but if Aids is contacted, not removed!

VIII.  LESSONS  FROM  BATHSHEBA
A. Being Godly and from a Godly home doesn't guarantee protection from Satan.

B. Satan is after Godly people and will do much damage if given the opportunity.

C. One sin changed Bathsheba's life for ever - and Uriah's, plus others!

D. God gave us a rule book to protect us from Satan's deceptions - it must be obeyed to

     the letter regardless of the circumstances - it is never OK to disobey, regardless of

     what Satan may say!

F. People that fall need mercy, prayer, help, understanding, restoration - David became a

     man after God's own heart AFTER this incident - Bathsheba raised Solomon!

G. God can use fallen people, but not as well as unfallen - ILL: Jesus' mother!

H. When you stop fighting in the Spiritual battle for the Lord, Satan gets the chance to

     fight you in the physical battle of the flesh - don't get tired of the spiritual battle!

I. Before you give into the fun of sin - remember how bad it hurts when the fun is over!
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
