AIM: To teach my class about the life of Sarah, that she caused a lot of problems because she did not wait on God.

POINT  OF  CONTACT: Review Mary and Eve, then ask if any one knows who the wife of Abraham was. 

I.  SARAH  WAS  VERY  BEAUTIFUL  -  Gen. 12:11-14
 A. Beautiful girls have to be more cautious.


1. Not to "deck out" so much in their make up and clothes...


2. The world is attracted to physical beauty.

 B. Inward beauty far out weighs outward beauty - I Pt. 3:1-4.

II.  SARAH  WAS  CHILDLESS  -  Gen. 16:1
 A. Children pictured the blessings of God.

 B. No children pictured the curse of God - shame to have none.

III.  SARAH  HAD  WEAK  FAITH  -  Gen. 15:2-6
 A. She didn't believe what God would / could do.

 B. Circumstances expose unbelief - no children - Heb. 11:1.


1. Justifying sin - never right to do wrong - tolerate???


2. God does not work on our time schedule - keep doing right!

IV.  SIN  NEVER  TURNS  OUT  RIGHT
 A. Giving wrong advise - husbands will listen - 16:2.

 B. Conviction comes later - 16:5;  too late, damage done.

 C. More problems - revenge, jealousy - 16:6.

 D. You will reap what you sow - 16:12.

V.  SARAH  WAS  FLEXIBLE / SOCIABLE
 A. She prepared for unexpected guests - 18:1-6.

VI.  UNBELIEF  STILL  PREVAILS  -  Gen. 18:9-12
 A. You cannot hide unbelief - God exposes.

 B. Nothing is too hard for God - :14;   ILL: hard cases in Bible.

VII.  GOD  ALWAYS  KEEPS  HIS  WORD  -  Gen. 21:1,2
 A. Had a son - "Isaac" to remind them they doubted God - here's the proof - you laughed at me! 


1. Every time they called his name - reminded!

 B. Happiness comes from God - :16;  not as result of circumstances.

VIII.  SATAN  IS  NOT  FINISHED  YET
 A. He stirs others up against you - 21:8,9.

 B. He stirs up jealousy and other problems - :10.

 C. Sin hurts, grieves, and separates - :11,12. 

 D. Listen to wife if God approves..

IX.  SARAH  DIES  -  Gen. 23:1,2
 A. Death will come.

 B. Only have so much time on earth - James 4:14.
