POINT  OF  CONTACT: Have you ever wondered if God knows where you are, or if He knows who you are?  God has a plan for your life as we will see in this study of Ruth.

I.  RUTH  WAS  FROM  MOAB  -  Ruth 1:4
 A. These were a wicked people, the enemies of God's people.

 B. God still cared about her - she responded to light she had.

 C. God turned the disobedience of some and used for her good.

II.  SHE  MARRIED  A  SICK  MAN
 A. She stayed married until he died - death do us part!

 B. She had no children - curse.

 C. Her husband died.

III.  RUTH  GOT  SAVED  -  1:16,17
 A. To go to heaven, you must be saved - works... not good enough.

 B. Do you remember a time and place you were saved?

 C. After salvation, God wants you to leave your sins behind as Ruth left her wicked nation -

      Orpah didn't.  Saved?  

IV.  RUTH  GOES  TO  WORK  -  2:2,3
 A. God expects everyone to work and do their part - not lazy!

 B. God works through our work.


1. Led Ruth to Boaz's fields.


2. Led Boaz to care for Ruth and fall in love w/her - God will lead you to the right person

                 if you follow Him!

V.  RUTH'S  STORY  PICTURES  SALVATION  AND  GOD'S  LOVE  -  2:10
 A. Ruth pictures a helpless sinner in a strange land.

 B. Boaz pictures the Saviour that pays the price of her redemption and becomes all Ruth needs.

 C. The wedding pictures the new life Christians live together with Jesus, after salvation.

VI.  LESSONS  FROM  THE  LIFE  OF  RUTH
 1. We will go through some hard times in our lives - no way to pass through this life and avoid

     suffering - II Tim. 3:12.

 2. We must look at suffering and hardships as God's plan for us.

 3. We must trust Him... as we go through them - headed somewhere.

 4. God will provide the grace to get through them.

 5. Be patient while God works - hard to wait - Isa. 55:8.


a. Don't falsely accuse God or get bitter at Him.


b. He is not finished with His plan yet!

 6. God wants a close, personal relationship with us - as  pictured in the marriage of Ruth and

      Boaz.

 7. It will all turn out in the end.

 8. Following God's plan will make a difference in the future!
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
