Jezebel

AIM: To teach my class about Jezebel and the wicked life she lived, and about associations with names and reputations.

POINT  OF  CONTACT: Why don't people name their boys Judas?  And why don't they name their girls Jezebel?  Because of what is associated with these names.  These names already have a bad reputation attached to them.

I.  HER  MARRIAGE  -  I Kings 16:29-31
 A. Her name means, "pretender, island" she cared only for self.

 B. Her marriage was a "mixed" marriage - two different races.

 C. She married a wicked man, which meant she lived by very low  standards 

      ILL: Before dating - get 3 people's approval: Dad, pastor, youth director.  No three people

       anywhere care more for youth, and this will prevent the devil from deceiving you.

 D. She was into devil worship - birds of a feather - wicked too!

 E. She was someone's little girl - "daughter" 


1. They become what you raise them to be - Pr. 22:6.


2. She probably lived a wicked Teenage life - II Kings 9:23.

  
3. You will be in adulthood what you are in teen life - not easy to change habits... 

                 ILL: Smoking - can't quit now!

 F. She worked for Satan - :33.

 G. God was very displeased with her - :33.


1. Created to please Him - Rev. 4:11.

II.  SHE  HATED  PREACHERS  -  I Kings 18:4,13
 A. She murdered as many preachers as she could.


1. She didn't like her sins exposed.


2. She couldn't take the truth.


3. Didn't want to submit - God, husband, authority...  ERA.

 B. She supported false prophets - :19.

 C. She was bitter, ran her mouth - 19:1,2.  Vengeance - "I will get you..."

 
1. Should of got right - missed opportunity to get saved.

 D. Would not admit her wrong doing, that she was a sinner.


1. First step to getting saved - must realize your a sinner.

III.  SHE  USED  HER  INFLUENCE  FOR  EVIL  -  21:25
 A. She caused husband / people to act worse - brought out evil.

 B. ILL: That's what hanging around the wrong crowd does for you.

 C. Leaders are responsible to influence and will be accountable.

IV.  PAY  DAY  SOME  DAY  -  21:23;  II Kings 9:10
 A. God hates sin and punishes it:  Calvary, hell...

 B. God see all and balances the scales - Pr. 15:3.

 C. God offers grace before judgment - 21:27-29.

 D. The grace period will end and judgment comes - II K. 9:33-37.

V.  EXCESSIVE  MAKE  UP  -  II Kings 9:30
 A. Associations - make up, hair do, whoredoms - 9:22;  witchcraft.

 B. No one names girls Jezebel - because of what is associated with that name - wickedness...

VI.  JEZEBEL  RELIGION  -  Rev. 2:20
 A. Calls self a prophetess - women preachers / men dress as women.

 B. Teaches that immorality is OK - by example and doctrine.

 C. Teaches that idols are OK - Catholic church.

 
1. People choose a church according to their lifestyle - one that will tolerate their

                sin and provide a system of relief for their conscience - sin, confess, sin, confess...


2. They do not want to face a Holy God and give up their sins.

 D. Rebellion against God, Bible, authority, standards...
